Plans Viet Report 

On Nov . 3 

WASHINGTON, D.C. (AP) -
President Nixon declared Monday

his policy in .the Vietnam 
war will not "be swayed by 
public demonstrations," and 
dismissed Wednesday's planned 
protests as nothing new. 

"To allow government policy 
to be made in the streets would 
destroy the democratic proc­
ess," and invite anarchy, Mr. 
Nixon said. 
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As the season moved into its final 
month, the Chiefs faced the Univer­
sity of North Dakota. The game had 
the dubious honor of being Morning­
side's worst defeat of the season as 
the Sioux ran over the Maroon Chiefs 
48-19. 

In the final game of the season, 
the Chiefs ended on a winning note 
by dumping Kearney State 50-15. 
Junck, returning to his early form, 

set three new school records. 
The Chiefs ended the season with a 

mark of 4 wins and 5 losses. Though 
their record was not sensational, 
the team gave the home crowd many 
moments of excitement as they played 
a wide open game of football. With 
the fine playing of many freshmen 
and sophomores, next year looks 
bright for the Chiefs of Morningside 
College.

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Excerpts from President Thompson's Convocation: 

... In this time of a changing society' and a world in 
turmoil, I believe we must, as never before, approach 
the problems, the decisions, and the opportunities 
present with a view that progress, growth, accomplish­
ments can and shall take place. Our approach to 
challenges of the day must extend beyond the traditional
ditional. I believe the timing, the atmosphere, the 
mood, the make-up of our student body, the faculty, 
the administration and the staff here assembled is 
poised, ready to move forward ... 

... I believe a college in the ?O's, to fulfill its mission, 
must be a place of study, thought, discussion and 
publication. It finds its influence with a power of its 
ideas ... 

. . . In entering the ?O's I conceive our role as a liberal 
arts college to be an independent, intellectual com­
munity devoted to creating programs that will truly 
assist the student in making sense of his experience. 
The resources available must yield values that foster 

intellectual curiosity, sensitivity and moral commit­
ment. To aim at less in the 1970's is to invite disillu­
sionment. To search for more may bring solidarity to 
dreams-and hope in place of despair. A spirit must 
prevail that personal and institutional improvement 
is possible ... 

... In these concluding thoughts I will toss out a chal­
lenge ... a charge to our faculty, our staff and our 
administration ... to do well our work and fulfill our 
accepted obligation. To students I also place a chal­
lenge to recognize that the principal purpose of a 
college is to develop the mind, an opportunity to 
stretch the mind, an opportunity to share in the ad­
vancement of knowledge. Each of you ... students 
on this campus, regardless of where you are from, 
or where you will go when you leave this campus ... 
take with you tools, concepts and thinking which 
you acquired at Morningside College. Put these tools, 
ideals, and concepts to good use. May they serve you 
well. 
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A sudden interest in Black Culture has 
been shown in the United States: 
Morningside is no exception. For too 
long the contributions of this great 
portion of our society have gone un­
honored and unnoticed. Bitterness 
and remorse can best describe the 
feelings of blacks and whites; and old 
hatreds and prejudices are too near 
the surface. The student government 
sponsored a comprehensive weekend 
in Black Culture where feelings were 
given vent and, after the initial explo­
sion, yielded the beginnings of under­
standing. A film, a panel and a discus­
sion provoked questions-questions 
for which there may be no immediate 
answers-and the learning process 
was begun. For appreciation of him­
self, which is man's goal, this was just 
the beginning: the beginning of life, 
liberty, and the pursuit.
